b. Commissioner Williams spoke on the Youth Court

· Marin City is now informed about Youth Court. This is no longer an issue. If in the future – there is an instance that the Marin City community feels that there is injustice, they may return to the HRC and ask to investigate.

· Commissioner Williams suggested that this be discussed at the Marin City listening session. Also suggested that Juanita Edwards and Don Carney be invited to that listening session.
· If local police agencies don’t refer youth, Probation will. Probation has a check list and the power to make a determination.
